These were the years when we witnessed the
truth of the principle: "When one person
changes, everything changes." Following the
1989 local elections, Ali Marim was elected as
the Mayor of Denizli, bringing a modern and
contemporary perspective to the city . This
outlook was reflected in the cultural and artistic
events and projects realized during his tenure
from 1989 to 1999, implementing them with a
fresh and innovative approach.

The story of the Denizli International Jazz
Festival began one evening when | was
listening to a radio program on TRT3. The host
was conducting a live interview with Pinar
Alpay, a representative of the Sevda Cenap
And Music Foundation and the director of a
polyphonic children's Choir at the time. During
the interview, Alpay mentioned, "One of our
goals is to promote and spread polyphonic
music and culture, especially by bringing it to
Anatolia, and we are committed to providing the
necessary support in collaboration with local
governments and civil society."

Inspired by this interview, the next day |
immediately sought and obtained approval from
our Mayor, Ali Manm, to contact Pinar Alpay
and request her support for a project aimed at
enriching Denizli's polyphonic music and
cultural life. The Foundation responded
promptly, appointing Pinar Alpay (currently the
Foundation's General Secretary) as the "Project
Manager for Denizll."

Following discussions between Pinar Alpay and
Mayor Ali Marim, the Foundation soon
announced that Denizli had been selected as a
"Pilot Region" and that Alpay had been officially
appointed as the project manager by the
Foundation. Through brainstorming sessions, a
consensus was reached on a method to
facilitate the selection and invitation of
ensembles and artists for concerts and events.

It was decided that artists and ensembles
participating in the Ankara International Music
Festival, held annually in April, would be
invited to perform at the Denizli Festival,
taking advantage of their presence in Turkey.
All concerts related to the festival were held at
the Municipal Art Center, Denizli's only cinema
and concert hall at the time.

The "Denizli International Jazz Festival,"
which continued for two years between 1997
and 1998, was unfortunately brought to an end
due to the interruption caused by the 1999
local elections.

The ensembles and artists invited to the
festival were selected through the
recommendations and guidance of the Sevda
Cenap And Music Foundation and a collective
decision-making process.

They were gathered centuries ago, one by one,
from the deepest corners of Africa. Some were
taken from the steppes of South Africa, the
plains of Tanzania, the villages of Cameroon,
and the endless fields of Uganda.

And so, bound in chains, they crossed the
oceans. With them, they carrled their songs,
their sorrows, their pain, and their longing.
They bore the love of their homeland, the cool
waters of their rivers, the scents of their moun-
tains, and the endless colors of their steppes,
locked within their hearts as they crossed the
oceans.
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They didn't know money. They met it. They
didn't know gunpowder. They encountered it.
They had no knowledge of markets where
humans were bought and sold. They were intro-
duced to slave markets. They didn’t know of a
world where people were divided by black and
white, where human beings were freated as ani-
mals because of their skin color. They met the
racists.

They labored along the Mississippi docks, on
plantations, in cotton fields, and on the farms of
the whites.

As they worked, they would hum songs reminis-
cent of their homeland, that beautiful wildness
of Africa. They had work songs. Thelr humming
as they toiled turned Into songs, their songs
became cries, and their cries transformed into

joy.

The work songs they sang while picking cotton
on the plantations, the hymns they sang to God
in their churches, the songs they sang while loa-
ding and unloading at the docks of the Missis-
sippi Delta—all of these, sung in unison,
echoed as the raw voice of Africa’s millenni-
a-old savanna tradition in the ears of the white
people.

Their songs were labeled as “Dog Songs” by
the whites. They were pushed, whipped, and
forced to work for mere sustenance In North
and South America for years. They were
bought and sold. Markets were established in
their name. Their women and children were vio-
lated. They were known as SLAVES.

Years have passed. Now, the descendants of
those slaves carry the work songs, the prayers
to God, and the soulful cries of their ancestors
across the globe, from country to country, to
the heavens above.

The vocal ensemble "BLACK VOICE," organi-
zed by the Municipality of Denizli and brought
to our country through the British Consulate in
Ankara for a series of concerts, will be perfor-
ming for the music lovers of Denizli on Tues-
day, February 17th. This concert, performed
solely using vocal techniques without any inst-
ruments, will be the first of its kind in Denizil.

One day, a phone call arrived in Denizii. On the
other end was Zuhal Focan. The volce on the
phone brought good news: Onder Focan had
composed music for one of my poems, "Jazz
Dinliyorum / Sivas," and included it in his latest
album, "Bofazda." And so, the connection
between Jazz and Denizli was established from
afar.

Once again, we witnessed how the love of
humanity, through the boundless sea of jazz,
unites with the other seas of the world. What is
it about that poem that moved Onder Focan so
deeply? It speaks of fire, death, pain, sorrow,
and all else that one can experience.

And so, with Onder Focan on guitar, lihan Erga-
hin on tenor and soprano saxophone, Doug
Wels on bass, and Jeff Williams on drums, they
greeted Pamukkale's delicate, white gown.

On Sunday evening, January 26, hundreds of
young people filled the Municipal Art Center,
experiencing the breathless intensity of jazz in
Denizli. After the concert, the audience surroun-
ded the artists with love.

As a series of delicate melodies embraced the
young people of Denizli, the mesmerizing allure
of jazz, thanks to Focan and his group, added a
healthy momentum to the few jazz conceris
held in the city.

Doug Weis became one with his instrument on
bass, while Jeff Williams, knowing exactly what
he was doing on drums, communicated not only
with his instrument but also with the audience
through his expressions.

I'm not entirely sure what that young man feit,
but when lihan Ergahin handed the flowers he
received after the concert to the young people
at the local tripe shop, it seemed like a bright
sign that he knew how to share his music with
love, just as he shared his flowers.

And then there was Onder Focan. During his
pre-concert talk at the Denizli Art Lovers As-
soclation, he could barely hold back his tears,
experiencing the mysterious allure of jazz
through the sorrowful essence of poeiry. He
shared the passion and pain with the young
audience, warming his heart throughout the
conversation.

The wine offered to Jeff and the tea to the
others before the evening concert seemed
like the prelude to a marathon of "love" that
was about to begin,

In the serene tranquility of an evening spent
on the Bosphorus, Onder Focan, the master
architect, was laying down the infinite pillars
of a bridge stretching from that "city with
seven hilis" to Denizll,

It was as Iif Focan was living an old poem,
wandering amidst the fires, sorrows, and hor-
rors through the resonant strings of his guitar.

"The 'Kigik Asya' Storm in Denizli: A Welco-
me to the Roots of Jazz in Anatolia”

What does the ganun express? And the violin?
Whatever beloved music tells, in Denizii, they
convey something beyond that.

It was as if they had gathered the clouds, hol-
ding within their hands a lively world, flowing
like a wild river with daisies that change colors
incessantly. Truly wild, yet as disciplined as a
river flowing into the world's oceans, was
"ASIAMINOR."

The ASIAMINOR group, featuring Kamil
Erdem on bass (the founder and brain of the
group), Turay Dinleyen on violin, Tahir Aydog-
du on ganun, Yahya Dai on wind instruments,
and Zafer Gerdanli on drums, made their
debut performance in Denizli.

Out of the 700-seat hall, 500 were jazz enthusi-
asts. In addition to the youth, there was a signi-
ficant number of middie-aged attendees,

With their instruments, they reminded us once
again that music is a world free from arrogan-
ce, humble, simple, and richly colored.

Today, music, and jazz in particular, strives to
breathe while seeking its ethnic roots and for-
ming its identity, without excluding the cultural
mosaic that surrounds its land.

This breath heralds a deep, polyphonic, and
coloriul new world. It takes us to the lands,
fields, and skies of our heritage. By embracing
our cultural mosaic and sensing the ethnic
flavor, music opens new doors without belitt-
ling it.

ASIAMINOR'’s music was like a river of Karci
Dagj, seeking to carve its own course, similar
to a human trying to reconstruct the essence
of freedom in music.

The group's members, free from pretense,
seemed like dedicated "colonisis" there to
share the emotions of their hearts with the
audience. According to them, the goal of the
ensemble is to present contemporary music by
processing the unique rhythmic and melodic
characteristics of our traditional music with a
polyphony that respects its structure and within
the discipline of jazz. Viewed from this perspec-
tive, ASIAMINOR translates Turkey's cultural
values into a musical language that is unders-
tandable not only to Turkey but to the entire
world.

Turay Dinleyen and Tahir Aydogdu, artists from
TRT Ankara, approached their Turkish Classi-
cal Music instruments with the agility of rabbits
and sparrows, hopping from peak to peak and
branch to branch.

On bass, Kamil Erdem maintained a foundation
as solid as steel, guiding like a lighthouse to
mariners, flashing on and off throughout the
concert.

Yahya Dal, with his wind instruments, was as
relaxed and independent as an orchestra of
wind instruments, yet embraced his instrument
with strict discipline. He continually engaged
with both the audience and his fellow musicians
throughout the performance.

Zafer Gerdanli’s drumming, akin to caressing a
beautiful giri’s hair rather than merely striking a
percussion instrument, earned him the admirati-
on of Denizli's young drummers after the con-
cert, reflecting the exuberance of having truly
deserved their attention.

Date: January 26, 1997,

The concert at the Municipal Art Center in De-
nizli had just ended. Two young lovers, holding
hands, expressed their excitement loudly with
palpable enthusiasm.

The jazz atmosphere from the hall had spilled
outside, making the cold forget itself as people
warmed up with the gentle breath of jazz, which
almost made the snow stop falling and wink in
the void.

A girl with wavy hair glanced at her lover from
beneath her glasses.

“Oh my God, please, let them come back.
We're starving.”

She quickly catches the attention of Mayor Ali
Marim passing by.

“Mr. Mayor, we want them back. We want them
every month.”

At that moment, flashes of lightning came and
went, new horizons, brighter days, and warm
clouds passed through their eyes.

On guitar, maestro Onder Focan; on tenor and
soprano saxophones, the jazz-breathing man
lihan Ergahin; on bass, Doug Weis; and on per-
cussion, Jeff Willlams embraced the young fans
who surrounded them on stage immediately
after the concert.

It felt as though jazz concerts had been held in
Denizli for forty years. There was a warmth, a
longing, a magical sound of unknown origin that
swept through the room.

Fatigue gave way to happiness, and the stress
at the beginning of the concert was replaced by
a feather-lightness. Notes scattered across the
snow-like sky in the emptiness. People were
smiling. Young people were still keeping the
tempo in the streets. An excitement, an excite-
ment, was running and running on the wings of
jazz breath.

June 5, 1997

What'’s this? A kanun resting in the musician’s
lap. The violin, adding its Turkish classical
music mystique, takes its place on stage, stan-
ding still,

On bass, the mastermind Kamil Erdem; on
kanun, Tahir Aydo§du, who charts paths unk-
nown to the instrument; on flute and saxophone,
the humble and kind lan Anderson’s Turkish
counterpart, Yahya Dai; on violin, the large, che-
erful Turay Dinleyen, sprinting across the strin-
gs; and on percussion, Zafer Gerdanli, gently
caressing the cymbals—together they form
Kiglk Asya, Asiaminér,

They moved back and forth between Turkish mu-
sical modes, blending jazz's international free
clouds with the makam flavors of Turkish music,
meilting and expanding into the beautiful taste of
jazz.

In 1995, alongside Janusz Szprot, the head of
the Jazz Department at Bilkent University, the
Chopin interpreter Andrzej Jagodzinski and his
colleagues performed high-level, unique works,
presenting masterpieces of classical-modern
jazz improvisation.

Music enthusiasts seeking an unusual taste
found this concert extremely appealing. Those
wanting to find something of Chopin’s spirit
easlily found joy In it. Life goes on.

December 5, 1997

Under the directives of Mayor Candidate Ali
Marim, the “1st DENIZLI JAZZ DAYS” begins.
For three days and nights, Denizli breathes
jazz.

From December 5 to 7, Denizli quietly experien-
ced the herald of rapid and beautiful changes,
marked by the jazz breath filling the city.

"The event was named "Jazz Days" rather
than a "Festival," as the term "Festival" felt too
ambitious. The Intention was to have a
modest, yet well-executed, three-day "sound"
event, and that's exactly what transpired.

On the first day, Aykut Uslutekin presented a
photo exhibition titled “The Magic of Jazz" and
a slide show called “Jazz" at the Art Lovers' As-
sociation. Two years after his first visit to De-
nizli, Janusz Szprot returned with his new
group, AMALGAMAT.

AMALGAMAT, consisting of Janusz Szprot on
piano, Alan Ginter on bass and vocals, Nusret
Gors on percussion, and Yahya Dal on wind
instruments, not only performed jazz standar-
ds but also included popular pleces, expan-
ding their repertoire.

The second day of the Jazz Days featured a
discussion by Ahmet Say, a music critic and
writer for Cumhuriyet Newspaper, titled “Let’s
Talk About Jazz (C(az) Konusalim)." Ahmet
Say spoke sparingly but with great depth. The
highly attended and controversial talk highligh-
ted the fact that Denizli lacked a concert
piano. Say called everyone to action, leaving
Denizli with a promise from Mayor Ali Marim to
provide a concert plano.

That evening, the audience warmly received
Kicglk Asya’s Asiamindr. The warmth of Tur-
kish music makam was quickly transported
into the mysterious world of jazz, captivating
the attendees.

Thefinal day of the Jazz Days featured a famili-
ar face for Denizli's jazz enthusiasts: Onder
Focan and his band. This time, Onder Focan
was joined by Selim Benba on piano, Hakan
Behlil on bass, and Deniz Dindar on drums,
presenting a fresh yet equally engaging perfor-
mance.

**A Tribute to Denizli: The Birth of a Jazz Com-
position™"

After the concert on January 26, the resonance
of communication inspired Onder Focan to com-
pose a plece titled "Denizli." What more could a
city wish for? Could a city truly have a composi-
tion made for it, no matter the amount of
money? Perhaps. But how genuine and heart-
felt could such a composition be?

When you visit a city and experience the warm
human connections, emotions, and the warmth
of the place, these feelings drive you to create
a composition. And so, a jazz standard Is born
for a city.

The composition is named "Denizll."
What more could a city ask for?

And so, the "1st Denizli Jazz Days" comes to a
close. Once again, two young lovers, under a
light rain and a heavy sky, look at the Denizli
evening. Emerging from the last concert, these
regulars gaze at the sky and reflect, "It has
come to this day, just as we said it would. Deniz-
li has succeeded. Denizli has succeeded."

Goodbye, "1st Jazz Days."
Hello, "2nd Jazz Days."

Pop-Caz (Pop-Jazz), Caz Ustalan (Jazz
Masters), and Yagayan Caz (Living Jazz).
Notably, the program Ginumuizde Caz (Jazz
Today), which began in 1971, ran until 2011,
setting a record in its field.

Between 1990 and 1991, she also produced
and presented the programs Caz Mizigi (Jazz
Music) and Mizik Soleni (Music Feast) on
TRT-2. Atfter retiring in 1993, Tungag
continued to work as an external producer for
Istanbul Radio. Simultaneously, she taught
“Jazz History® at PERA Fine Arts School from
1997 to 1998, at Akademi Istanbul from 1998
to 2003, and at Yildiz Technical University’s
Art and Design Department in 2003,

From 1995 to 1996, Tuncag presented the
program Ekinoks on Agik Radyo, Lady Blue on
Yapi Radyo from 1996 to 1997, and again
Lady Blue on NTV Radio from 2006 to 2007.
She served as the President of the Istanbul
Jazz Association from 1995 fo 1998 and was a
consultant for the Izmir International Jazz
Festival from 1994 to 1998, Between 2006
and 2008, she conducted workshop activities
on orchestral instruments with children aged
7-12 at the Akbank Cultural and Art Center.

In 2010, Tungag received the "Lifetime
Achievement" award from the Istanbul Jazz
Festival. In the same year, she authored the
20th-anniversary book for the Akbank Jazz
Festival. In 2013, she served as a jury
member at the "Voisinger" jazz vocal
competition in Zory, Poland. Since 2004, she
has been a consultant for the Istanbul Jazz
Festival and has been a writer for JAZZ
magazine since 1996. In 2018, she authored
the Turkey chapter in The History of European
Jazz, edited by Francesco Martinelli and
published by Equinox.

She continued to produce and present the Caz
Orkestrasi (Jazz Orchestra) program on Agik
Radyo until 2024. Currently, she is hosting the
programs Cazda Stil Yaratanlar (Jazz Style
Creators) on TRT Radio-3 and Caz Tutkusu
(Jazz Passion) on NTV Radio.

Levent Oget is a member of the International
Association of Plastic Arts (UPSD) and a
founding member of the Istanbul Art
Promotion and Research Foundation (ISTAV).
He has published several photography
albums and books, including UnnU, Jazz
Photographs, Resm-i Gegit (The Parade),
and Vahsi Balik Akvaryuma Karsi (Wild Fish
Against the Aquarium).

Maffy (Muvaftak) Falay, the renowned jazz trumpeter who passed away in February 2022 at the
age of 92, moved to Sweden at a young age, driven by his passion for music. In the 1960s, he
became a celebrated jazz trumpeter in Europe, gaining recognition from jazz legends such as
Dizzy Gillespie and Thelonious Monk. He shared stages with Quincy Jones, Kenny Clarke, and
Francy Boland. In his later years, Falay lived a solitary life, one of the last few survivors of his
generation, feeling alienated in the country he had called home for 65 years.
